Background
The PLRG was formed in 2004 to promote the utilisation of land value for community benefit. It is comprised of professionals in various fields of different and no political allegiance

Key objectives of the PLRG are to (a) conduct and encourage research on how Land Value Tax (LVT) may be introduced successfully, and (b) to encourage and support legislative changes leading to the implementation of LVT in the UK and elsewhere, at local and national levels.
A significant part of a country’s wealth is reflected in the value of its land. The PLRG believes that this wealth, attributable to the community as a whole should accrue to the benefit of that community.
A tax on the annual value of land, net of improvements, and  based on the value of each site in its best permitted use, is the most effective way of promoting the efficient use of each site.  At the same time, the revenues from such a land value tax would permit both a recovery of the cost of investment in public infrastructure and a reduction in economically damaging taxes on capital, labour and final consumption.
